Dear Nursing Colleagues,

Time is approaching for our 64th Annual North Carolina Public Health Nurse Administrators’ Conference.  On behalf of the Governing Board, you are cordially invited to join nursing colleagues from across the State on December 1-2 at the Embassy Suites Hotel in Greensboro. The Program/Arrangements committee has planned a program that will be educationally enlightening and informational.  

The theme for the conference is “The Perfect Workday” with keynote speaker Mike Collins, President of The Perfect Workday Company.  Our very own Dr. Joy Reed is also a conference speaker.  As in years past, you will also have the opportunity to attend the “Dr. Joy Reed Power Luncheon”.  Attendance at the conference will provide you the opportunity to gain knowledge and skills to enhance your public health nursing leadership practice, network with North Carolina public health leaders, hear relevant presentations and enhance your professional development.  

This year we have planned a pre-conference dinner that will include an informational update on the Tdap vaccine. This event will be held on Wednesday November 30 from 5:30 - 6:30 p.m.  Staff in your communicable disease programs are encouraged to attend, but must RSVP on the registration form the total number who will attend in addition to conference attendees from your health department.  Dinner is free.

This year the Governing Board has worked hard to address issues of concern to public health nurses.  We participated in a statewide summit for creating the “Future of Nursing and Health Care in North Carolina”, a Robert Wood Johnson Foundation initiative; reviewed the Quad Council of Public Health Nursing Organizations Core Competencies; and worked in concert with NCPHA and the Local Health Director’s Association to lobby for legislative proposals that impact the infrastructure of Public Health.  We are also planning strategies to support a public health nurse to run as a candidate for the at-large seat for the 2012 Board of Nursing elections.
